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Graham Earnshaw moved to Hong Kong in 1973 to work as a journalist 

for the South China Morning Post. In early 1979, China began its process 

of opening-up, and Graham was then posted to Beijing for Reuters, the 

youngest foreign correspondent to have been posted to that city. He has 

lived in the Chinese world for the great majority of the last 50 years.

Graham Earnshaw is a businessman, writer and musician with nearly 50 

years experience in the China world. He is Publisher of Earnshaw Books 

and CEO and Managing Partner of SinoMedia. He has written several 

books, including the travel guide On Your Own in China (1984), Tales of 

Old Shanghai (2008) and an account of his continuing walk across China, 

The Great Walk of China (2010). He has also translated a novel by Louis 

Cha into English, which was published by Oxford University Press. He has 

produced a number of albums of his own songs. He speaks Mandarin 

and Cantonese fluently, and his English is considered to be acceptable.
